The Steele County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session at 7:00 p.m. on June 23, 2009 with 

Commissioners Schultz, Shea, Kubicek, Ebeling and Johnson present.  Also present were County Assessor Glen 

Purdie, County Attorney Doug Ruth, Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg, Human Services Director 

Kelly Harder, County Coordinator Dave Severson and County Auditor Laura Ihrke. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the agenda.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the minutes of the June 

9, 2009 and June 15, 2009 Board of Equalization.  Ayes all. 

 Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the Exempt Permit 

for the Minnesota Pheasants Inc. for raffle sales at the Monterey Ballroom.  Ayes all. 

 Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the 3.2 On-Sale and 

Off-Sale Beer Licenses for R & L’s Pit Stop and Straight River Inn and approve the 3.2 On-Sale Beer License for 

the Blooming Prairie County Club.  Ayes all. 

 Commissioner Shea offered the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Schultz

do hereby name Ed Nelson as the Steele County Trail Administrator. 

 

Upon the vote being taken, five Commissioners voted in favor thereof, none absent and not voting.  A copy of the 

Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office. 

 Commissioner Kubicek offered a Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Shea to authorize final payment 

on CP 74-763-01 to Niles-Wiese Construction in the amount of $3,068.40 and Nagel Turf & Tree in the amount of 

$43,482.53 for services on the Medford School Rain Garden.  Upon the vote being taken, five Commissioners 

voted in favor thereof, none absent and not voting.  A copy of the Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office. 

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve the Law Library fees with 

no increase.  Ayes all. 

The Board recessed to meet as the Board of Appeal & Equalization at 7:05 p.m. 

The Board reconvened at 7:10 p.m. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to accept and place on file the 

correspondence from Citizen’s Against Rochester’s Bypass and Cedar River Watershed District regarding Notice 

of filing.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to authorize the Chairman to sign the 

updated Household Hazardous Waste Contract with Rice County.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve of refilling the Family 

Visiting and Maternal Child Health position in Pubic Health.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve of a contract amendment 

for the City of Owatonna, Steele County Water park Contract that moves the 30-day out clause to a 7-day out 

clause with written notice.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the Community 

Assessment and Reintegration (CARE) Program between Steele County and South Central Human Relations 

Center (HRC) for the provision of jail-reentry services effective January 1, 2009 to December 31, 2010.  Ayes all. 



 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of adding a Storage Area 

Network (SAN) for county data at a cost of $37,491 payable out of the Recorder’s Technology Fund.  The unit 

would be located at the Steele County Detention Center.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve of drawing up 

specifications for the salvage of old barn wood from the 26
th

 Street farm site.  This would then be advertised 

through the bid process.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of removing the pay 

phones from the Courthouse and Administration Center at a cost savings of $127 per month.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of advertising for the 

County Recorder position.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to refer the waiver request for 

Phoenix Air Systems (JOBZ) to the Management Committee.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to set a County Board meeting for 

Monday, June 29
th

 at 12:00 p.m. to award the bid for the landfill construction.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the following listing of
