The Steele County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session at 7:00 p.m. on October 13, 2009 with
Commissioners Kubicek, Shea, Johnson and Schultz present. Also present were County Engineer Anita Benson,
Planning & Zoning Director Dale Oolman, County Assessor Glen Purdie, County Attorney Doug Ruth,
Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg, County Coordinator Dave Severson and County Auditor Laura
Ihrke.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the agenda. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve the minutes of the
September 22, 2009. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the 9/25/09 draft
Memorandum of Understanding with Kallco/Cabela’s Agreement. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to change condition number 3 of
the Interim Use Permit #2009-006 for Ulland Brothers to read: “Before mining can begin, the access road to the
site shall be gated with the gate installed so that it does not swing into the road right-of-way.” Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of Interim Use Permit
#2009-0006 for Ulland Brothers in Section 30-108-20 of Owatonna Township with the 16 conditions. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to add a 9™ condition to Conditional
Use Permit No. 355 for Johnson Dog Park in Section 33-107-20 of Owatonna Township that “operation and
compliance of permit shall be reviewed in October, 2010.” Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of Conditional Use Permit
No. 355 for Johnson Dog Park in Section 33-107-20 of Owatonna Township with the 9 conditions. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, second by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the Agreement between
Steele County and Southern Minnesota Municipal Power Agency for utility relocation to accommodate CSAH 7
highway and bridge construction SP 74-607-14 & 15. Ayes all.

Commissioner Kubicek offered a Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Schultz authorizing Eminent
Domain Proceedings for CSAH 7 authorizing the acquisition of all necessary property interests on all parcels not
acquired by direct purchase as of November 15, 2009 by eminent domain, and to take title and possession to the
necessary right of way and other easements on that land prior to the filing of an award by the court appointed
commissioners. Upon the vote being taken, four Commissioners voted in favor thereof, Commissioner Ebeling
absent and not voting. A copy of the Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to deny the request of attorney
John Lundblad to change an assessment levied on Public Tile Ditch No. 7 based on the failure to file an appeal in
the time period provided by law. Upon the vote being taken, three Commissioners voted in favor thereof,
Commissioner Shea abstaining and Commissioner Ebeling absent and not voting. Motion passed.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve the Certificate of Final
Acceptance and to authorize payment to S.M. Hentges & Sons in the amount of $38,667.98 for project SAP 74-
599-028-Constr. Bridge 74553 & gravel approach. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the Certificate of Final
Acceptance and to authorize payment to Traffic Marking Services, Inc. in the amount of $18,260.29 for 2009
striping projects. Ayes all.



Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the following personnel
actions: Heather Goodwin to grade 39/8 effective 7/24/09; Rene Gilormini to grade 34/11 effective 10/24/09;
Jennifer Peterson resignation as Correctional Officer effective 9/25/09; Mary Jo Schoenfeld resignation as 4H
Coordinator effective 10/2/09; and Brenda Huberg retirement from Auditor’s Office effective 12/31/09. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve of filling the vacant Office
Support position in the Assessor’s Office. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of filling the vacant
Financial Worker position in Human Services. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Shea to concur with the Steele County Park
& Recreation Advisory Committee to charge a flat fee of $1,000 to the Owatonna Express for their Concession
Contract for the 2009-2010 year with the amount to be paid as follows: $500 before the season begins and $500 at
the conclusion of the hockey season. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve of the purchase of Web
Filter Appliance hardware in the amount of $5,653 to assist in report monitoring of website usage. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of filling an entry level
position in the Auditor’s office by mid December. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the U of M filling the
part-time Steele County 4-H Coordinator position and amending the 2010 budget figures reflecting the elimination
of the position as a County Employee. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of an additional Assistant
Attorney position and begin the recruitment process. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to authorize the Management
Committee, County Coordinator, Attorney and Public Health Nursing Director to approve the Agreement with
Homeland Health Specialist to assist with the HIN1 inoculations in the event a large supply of HLN1 vaccine is
received and other emergency needs related to HIN1 through June 1, 2010. Ayes all.

Management in the amount of $1,767,711 for the Recycling Contract. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to get a quote for completing the
Community Assessment Report and Preliminary Engineering Report for the Bixby Subordinate Service District.
Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to proceed with the income survey
and the land negotiation for the Bixby Subordinate Service District. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to appoint Shelby McClune, RN as
investigator for the County Coroner. Ayes all.
