The Steele County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session at 7:00 p.m. on November 10, 2009
with Commissioners Ebeling, Schultz, Kubicek, Shea and Johnson present. Also present were County Attorney
Doug Ruth, Planning & Zoning Director Dale Oolman, Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg,
Coordinator Dave Severson and County Auditor Laura lhrke.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the agenda. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the minutes of the
October 27, 2009. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve of Conditional Use Permit
#356 for Geronimo Wind Energy for transmission towers on the property of Gary & Shireen Thurnau in Section
29-108-19 of Merton Township with conditions per the Planning Commission. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of Conditional Use
Permit #357 for Geronimo Wind Energy for transmission towers on the property of Steven & Doris Stadheim in
Section 4-105-21 of Berlin Township with conditions per the Planning Commission. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to notify the applicants of
Amended Interim Use Permit #2009-0005 for Tri County Aggregate (Meixner pit) that the Steele County Board of
Commissioners will be extending any action for an additional 60 days. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve the request for an
abatement due to hardship for Alton and Lois Hopkins for taxes payable 2007 and 2008. Ayes all.

Commissioner Shea offered the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek

WHEREAS, Steele County adopted a Solid Waste Ordinance in 1998 that contained a

Service fee provision to collect for solid waste management costs; and

WHEREAS, the annual service fee to owners of real and personal residential property have been
$26.00 for each urban household and $20.00 for each rural household from 1999 — 2009; and

WHEREAS, solid waste management costs have increased and state funding has remained
relatively constant during the last five years;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Steele County Board of Commissioners
Hereby adopts the following revised solid waste management service fee schedule:

$29 for each urban household

$21 for each rural household

Upon the vote being taken, five Commissioners voted in favor thereof, none absent and not voting. A copy
of the Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the GIS fee schedule
as presented. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve the purchase of web site
software at a cost of $2,500 with a monthly maintenance fee of $150 that would allow departments to manage and
update their own information. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of the job share
arrangement in the Recorder’s office that would transfer one .5 FTE position from the Highway Department and
convert a .5 FTE contracted position in the Recorder’s office. All costs to be paid by the Recorder’s Technology
Fund. Ayes all.

schedule as recommended by the County Recorder:

Consent for minor to marry form $10
Duplicate marriage license $25.

11/2/09; and Amber Reinhart-hired as Correctional Officer-Grade 19/1 effective 10/15/09. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to authorize $5,000 in economic
development funds to the City of Blooming Prairie per their request. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Shea to authorize Kelly Harder to attend the
NACo Legislative Conference, March 6-10 in Washington, D.C. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to authorize attorney Kurt Deter to
represent Steele County on the Public Tile Ditch #7 litigation. Ayes all.

WHEREAS, the residents in the County of Steele are experiencing significant illness due to the HIN1

Influenza with a probable increase in the number of individuals affected; and

WHEREAS, Steele County is a public entity within the State of Minnesota; and

Emergency Management to implement their Emergency Operation Plans to respond to, and to
Mitigate the overall impact on our community.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this request is for:

The Implementation of the Emergency Operations Plan.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Steele County Public Health and Emergency Management are

authorized to coordinate efforts to minimize the impact of the HIN1 influenza on our community

as needed.

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Shea to acknowledge the letter of retirement
from County Attorney Doug Ruth effective December 31, 2009 and to refer to the Management Committee the
appointment to fill out the remaining term. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to thank Doug Ruth for his
outstanding service to Steele County. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve of the revised
Memorandum of Agreement with the University of Minnesota Extension Service for a .5 FTE 4-H Program

Coordinator position effective January 1, 2010. Ayes all.



Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the Agreements with
the Teamster Local 320 (Jail Sergeants) and LELS Local 110 (Deputies). Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Shea, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve of the purchase of a new
scale at the Landfill from Kennedy with a steel deck and side rails for safety in the amount of $42,900. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Shea to approve of writing a letter of
support for a grant application by the City of Owatonna for construction of a trail from North Street to 26™ Street
(Straight River Trail). Ayes all.
