The Steele County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session at 7 p.m. on October 26, 2010 with 

Commissioners Johnson, Shea, Kubicek, and Schultz present.  Also present were County Sheriff Don 

Gudmundson, County Attorney Dan McIntosh, County Assessor Glen Purdie, Public Health Nurse DeeAnn 

Pettyjohn, County Coordinator Dave Severson and County Auditor Laura Ihrke. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the agenda.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the minutes of October 

12, 2010 meeting.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to appoint Commissioners Shea as 

delegate and Commissioner Kubicek as alternate to the Minnesota Counties Intergovernmental Trust annual 

meeting.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the Family Group 

Decision Making Services Cooperative agreement with Olmsted County.  Steele County’s net contribution will be 

$4,400.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the replacement of one 

of the furnaces at the Four Seasons Centre in the amount of $1,200 and inspecting the fourth furnace.  If the fourth 

furnace is found to be faulty, they recommend proceeding with a replacement now.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve installing refrigerant 

detectors in the two compressor rooms at $786 each.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve listing the two grain 

bins on the 26th Street property on the on-line auction service.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve of contracting with 

Image Trend of Lakeville for Prisoner Roster Search, Warrant Search, Most Wanted and Past Prisoner Photos 

software in the amount of $8,500 for the set up and a $315 per month service agreement.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the policy on Pay for 

Stay as recommended and to set the rate at $25 per day.  Ayes all. 

Commissioner Johnson offered the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek 

            WHEREAS, Steele County will enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota, SE 
MN Regional Radio Board, and Olmsted County, fiscal agent for the SEMN RRB for the 2007 
HSEM Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant, effective 07/01/2008 thru 
05/31/2011, in which each County or City within the SE MN Regional Radio Board is required to 
pay matching funds of $8,377.92 for equipment.  
 

WHEREAS, no equipment can be purchased for a specific County or City of the SE MN 
Regional Radio Board until their completed resolution has been received by the fiscal agent, 
Olmsted County. 

 
BE IT RESOLVED that Steele County enters into an Agreement with the State of 

Minnesota, SE MN Regional Radio Board, and Olmsted County, fiscal agent for the SE MN 
Regional Radio Board for the 2007 HSEM Public Safety Interoperability Communications Grant. 

 
Upon the vote being taken, four Commissioners voted in favor thereof, Commissioner Ebeling absent and 

not voting.  A copy of the Resolution is on file in the County Auditor’s office. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the Local Option 

Disaster Abatements for payable 2011 due to the June 17th tornados.  Ayes all. 



Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to set a Public Hearing for the 

Body Art Draft Ordinance for November 23, 2010 at 7:15 p.m.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to approve the following ditch 

liens:  JD 1-3% for 1 year; JD 2 – 4% for 1 year + interest; JD 5 – 6% for 1 year; JD 10 – 14% for 1 year + interest; 

JD 12 – 10% for 1 year + interest; JD 23 – 6% for 1 year; JD 24 – 2.5% for 1 year + interest; CD 1, Church Branch 

– 20% for 1 year + interest; CD 2 – 3% for 1 year + interest; CD 21 – 20% for 1 year + interest; CD 22 – 10% for 1 

year; CD 23 – 20% for 1 year + interest; CD 24 – 5% for 1 year; CD 25 – 18% for 1 year + interest; CD 27 – 20% 

for 1 year; PTD 8 – 20% for 1 year; and PTD 9 – 18% for 1 year + interest.  Ayes all. 

Commissioner Kubicek offered a Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the DNR 

land purchase from Don Nagel in Clinton Falls for the Trout Lily Scientific Natural Area #141230 on the condition 

that the easement description is recorded with the document.   

Upon the vote being taken, four Commissioners voted in favor thereof, Commissioner Ebeling absent and 

not voting.  A copy of the Resolution is on file in the Auditor’s office. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to bill the Department of Natural 

Resources for the cost of obtaining the easement.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the proposal from 

Springsted, Inc. to develop a job description and conduct the search process for the County 

Coordinator/Administrator position.  Ayes all. 

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the advance partial 

payment of the 2nd ½ tax settlement for Berlin Township in the amount of $14,000.  Ayes all.
