The Steele County Board of Commissioners met in Special Session at 7 p.m. on November 23, 2010 with
Commissioners Ebeling, Schultz, Johnson, Shea, and Kubicek present. Also present were County Attorney Dan
Mclntosh, County Engineer Anita Benson, County Sheriff-Elect Lon Thiele, Public Health Nurse DeeAnn
Pettyjohn, Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg, and Human Services Director Charity Floen and
County Auditor Laura lhrke.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve the agenda. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the minutes of
November 9, 2010 meeting. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to authorize the Chairman to sign
bills on December 28, 2010 and January 14, 2011. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the fee schedules for
Public Health Services for 2011 and 2012. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve of the Annual Agency
Evaluation for Public Health Nurse. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the 2011 CCSA
Allocations Contracts. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Ebeling, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to approve the list of contracts for
Waivered Adult Services. Ayes all.

At 7:20 p.m. the Public Hearing for the Body Art Ordinance No. 35 was opened.

Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg reviewed with the Board and those in attendance the Body
Art Ordinance.

The Public Hearing was then open to comments from those in attendance. There were no comments.

Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to close the Public Hearing at 7:28
p.m. Ayes all.

Commissioner Ebeling offered the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Johnson:

WHEREAS, the Steele County Board of Commissioners adopted the Steele

County Tattooing Ordinance in 1997 to regulate the practice of tattooing to protect the
public health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of Steele County; and,

WHEREAS, the State of Minnesota enacted a law in 2010, Minnesota Statute
Chapter 146B, to establish a regulation system for body art procedures and body art
establishments; and,

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute Chapter 146B establishes body art regulations that
are more restrictive than the Steele County Tattooing Ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, Steele County is required to adopt a new body art ordinance that
meets or exceeds the provisions of Minnesota Statute Chapter 146B, if it intends to
continue providing local body art regulatory oversight.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Steele County Board of
Commissioners hereby adopts the Steele County Body Art Ordinance No. 35, effective
January 1, 2011.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Steele County Board of Commissioners
does hereby rescind the Steele County Tattooing Ordinance that became effective May 5,
1997 in its entirety, effective January 1, 2011.



Upon the vote being taken, five Commissioners voted in favor thereof, none absent and not voting. A copy
of the Resolution is on file in the County Auditor’s office.
Commissioner Johnson offered the following Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Schultz:
WHEREAS, Steele County has adopted a Body Art Ordinance to regulate tattoo
and body piercing establishments in Steele County; and

WHEREAS, the Steele County Body Art Ordinance requires a license to operate a
body art establishment in Steele County;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Steele County Board of
Commissioners hereby adopts the following license fee schedule for body art
establishments in Steele County:

$300.00 per year for an establishment license
$100.00 per year for a multiple event temporary body art establishment permit
$50.00 per year for a single event temporary body art establishment permit
Upon the vote being taken, five Commissioners voted in favor thereof, none absent and not voting. A copy
of the Resolution is on file in the County Auditor’s office.
Jack Forslund from WSB gave a presentation on the Owatonna North-East Beltline Alignment.
The meeting was then open to comments from those in attendance.
Motion by Commissioner Kubicek, seconded by Commissioner Johnson to select 44™ Ave as the East
Beltline and to revisit the options around Havana Township. Ayes all.
Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve of the following
Building Permit Policy in regard to issuing building permits after a disaster:
Building Permit Fee will be waived:

e |If damage is caused by a natural disaster event where an emergency declaration has been
made by the Steele County Board of Commissioners.

e |f damage is not of the type that is customarily covered by insurance.

e Only for permits to repair or replace existing structures damaged during the emergency
event.

e To replace structures only if built on the same property unless relocation is required by
mitigation plan.

e If repair or replacement occurs within one year.

Normal Building Permit Fee will apply:

When no emergency declaration is made.

Type of damage is customarily covered by insurance.

To rebuild on a different property location not required by mitigation plan.
Any permit request after one year from the date of the emergency declaration.

Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to invite interested landowners to a
Committee-of-the-Whole meeting for discussion on issues involving ditch assessments and eminent domain
actions with the Wetland Preservation Areas program. Ayes all.

Motion by Kubicek, seconded by Schultz to authorize Environmental Services Director Scott Golberg to
sign a Purchase Agreement to buy credits from the State Wetland Bank. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve the purchase of a
Chevrolet Impala under the State Contract for the Sheriff’s Department at a cost of $17,430.41. Vehicle to include
block heater and weather protection at an additional cost of $344.25. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Ebeling to approve the Disaster Recovery

Professional Services Contract with Adjusters International. Ayes all.



Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to invite 4-H representatives to
the Property & Maintenance Committee on December 10" and report back to the Board on December 14th in
regard to use of the Steele County Community Center During Fair. Ayes all.

Motion by Commissioner Johnson, seconded by Commissioner Schultz to authorize filling vacancy for the Public
Health/Registered Nurse position in Steele County Human Services.

Motion by Commissioner Schultz, seconded by Commissioner Kubicek to have the County Board, County
Attorney and the Steele County Engineer meet in closed session at the Committee of the Whole meeting on
December 1, 2010 at 5 p.m. in regard to land acquisition matters. Ayes all.
